OUR SUPPLEMENTAL RECRUITMENT ACTIVITES ARE ENCLOSED IN THE BLUE FOLDER LABELED “EEO SUPPLEMENTAL RECRUITMENT PROGRAMS, SCHOLARSHIP, TOURS’

WE DO OUR BEST TO PROVIDE THE OPPORTUNITY FOR AREA SCHOOLS TO BRING THEIR CLASSES TO THE STATION, AND HAVE THE TOUR PROVIDE AN EDUCATIONAL EXPERIENCE.  WE DO OFFER A SCHOLARSHIP AS WELL.

-OUR SCHOLARSHIP ONCE AGAIN SPECIFIED MASS COMMUNICATION INTENTIONS FOR HIGH SCHOOL SENIORS.  THE APPLICANT MUST BE A HIGH SCHOOL SENIOR, MUST BE PURSUING A DEGREE, OR ONE RELATED TO COMMUNICATIONS, AND MUST HAVE A GPA OF AT LEAST 2.0.  WE ASK THEM TO DESCRIBE IN A SHORT ESSAY, 300 WORDS OR LESS, WHAT ENTITY OF COMMUNICATIONS THEY ARE PLANNING TO LEARN, AND WHAT THEY WANT TO DO WITH THEIR DEGREE.  WE AWARDED THIS YEAR’S SCHOLARSHIP TO A SENIOR FROM BASSETT, NE ON MAY 3RD, ‘2011.
ON APRIL 25, ‘2011 KWYR HOSTED A “JOB SHADOW”, WHO WAS A COLOME HIGH SCHOOL STUDENT.  MYSELF, SCOTT SCHRAMM, BEGAN THE DAY WITH HIM AT 8AM, AND I SHOWED HIM THE AM MORNING SHOW, ALONG WITH WHAT WE DO TO FACILITATE THE FM MORNING SHOW AS WELL, ALONG WITH PRODUCTION DUTIES, AND THE EXECUTION OF THE AM MORNING SHOW.  HE ALSO SAT IN WITH LESLIE SCHRAMM ON THE 10-1 SHIFT ON COUNTRY 1260.  HE THEN WENT TO LUNCH, AND CAME BACK TO WORK WITH SCOTT AGAIN TIL 5PM.  HE ALSO ASKED SCOTT SOME QUESTIONS TO WORK UP A PAPER FOR HIS CLASS AT COLOME HIGH SCHOOL.  MANY OF THE QUESTIONS REFERRED TO A POSITION IN RADIO, THE POSITIVES AND DRAWBACKS OF THIS FIELD OF WORK.

ON APRIL 20TH, KWYR HOSTED A GROUP OF PRESHO AND KENNEBEC PRESCHOOL KIDS.  THIS WAS THE FIRST TIME THESE KIDS HAD BEEN TO A RADIO STATION.  THEY LEARNED ABOUT VARIOUS ASPECTS OF THE RADIO BUSINESS, ALONG WITH RECORDING TECHINQUES, AND NEWER TECHNOLOGY IN THE RADIO BUSINESS.  THESE KIDS WERE ALSO ABLE TO GO TO PRODUCTION ROOM 1 AND RECORD A SHORT MESSAGE, FOR EACH OF THE KIDS.  WE THEN PUT THE GREETINGS TOGETHER AND AIRED THEM THE REST OF THE DAY ON KWYR AM AND FM.
ON MAY 16TH, ‘2011 KWYR HOSTED 3 CLASSES OF 1ST GRADERS, WHO WERE SUPERVISED BY JOLENE VAVRA, NICOLE OREL AND JAIME KEISER.  THESE STUDENTS WERE ABLE TO JOIN LESLIE SCHRAMM IN THE FM STUDIO, AND LEARN MORE ABOUT FM RADIO, PLUS THEY WERE INFORMED HOW WE UTILIZE THE “ASSOCIATED PRESS”, AND HOW THAT TECHNOLOGY HAS CHANGED OVER THE YEARS.  THEY WERE ALSO ABLE TO COME TO THE AM STUDIO, AND SCOTT SCHRAMM SHOWED SOME EXAMPLES OF CARTS, WHICH WERE WHAT WAS USED TO AIR COMMERCIALS IN THE PAST, ALONG WITH AN OLDER MICROPHONE, COMPARED TO TODAY’S, AND OTHER UPGRADES IN EQUIPMENT.  THEY TOO WERE ABLE TO MAKE RECORDINGS AND WE AIRED THEM ON KWYR AM AND FM THAT DAY.

ON MAY 17TH, ‘2011 KWYR HOSTED A 1ST GRADE CLASS FROM COLOME, SD WHO WERE SUPERVISED BY SANDRA ATTEBERRY.  THIS GROUP WAS GUIDED BY LESLIE SCHRAMM, AND WERE ABLE TO JOIN SCOTT SCHRAMM IN THE AM STUDIO AND LEARN MORE ABOUT HOW RADIO “WAS” AND HOW IT “IS” NOW.  THEY WERE ALSO ABLE TO GO TO PRODUCTION ROOM 1, AND EACH WERE RECORDED AND WE PLAYED THE GREETINGS THEY RECORDED OVER THE AIR THROUGHOUT THE REST OF THE DAY.
